Legacy Scholarship Information

If you are a full time home-schooled second semester twelfth grade student, you may be eligible to receive a $1000.00 scholarship awarded by the Home Educators’ Resource Center (HERC).

For the purpose of this scholarship the term home-schooled is defined as: Parent directed and parent taught home education without direction or oversight by any public school system or charter school (normal affidavit filing is not considered direction or oversight).

The recipient of this scholarship must be a resident of Kern County, currently home-schooling at the equivalent level of a high school senior who will graduate in the same year as the application for the scholarship.  The student must have started home schooling no later than September 2007.  HERC membership is not a requirement.

No immediate family member of the Board of Directors or the Scholarship Committee of the Home Educators’ Resource Center will be eligible to be a recipient of any scholarship.

The award of this scholarship will be based upon the following criteria and weighted as indicated:

1) A 300-500 word essay explaining how homeschooling has helped to influence the establishment of your present worldview and how this worldview might prove foundational for your future. Points will be awarded by several unbiased readers for each essay, based on grammar, writing skill, reasoning, and content. (33%)

2) Resume contents including Christian Service: Evaluators will score each applicant in the areas of leadership, and community service. (33%)

3) Academic preparedness for college coursework (As based upon high school and/or college transcripts and/or SAT and/or ACT test scores) (33%)

You may apply by submitting the following:

1)
A completed Home Educators’ Resource Center Scholarship Application.

Your essay (see #1 above)

3) Attach copies of your high school resume( and transcript, college transcript (if you have taken college classes), and/or SAT and/or ACT scores.

4) Attach copies of Christian Service Verification Forms from each agency where you serve.
